Kindergarten Term 3 Overview

Bimberi PoD

Literacy

Bimberi students will continue with explicit teaching of reading strategies through big books and differentiated guided reading instruction within their classrooms.  This term we are looking at the following strategies for reading: creating images, skimming, scanning, self-questioning and determining importance.  Students will also be developing their reading fluency and comprehension.
Our writing focus for this term is recount. We will be looking at the associated language structure, specifically sentence structure and the students will be monitoring their progress through self assessment.  Within this program, Bimberi students will continue with explicit teaching around writing conventions, handwriting, spelling and grammar.

Each student has received information about news for Term 3. They are encouraged to develop their descriptive language when presenting their ‘Guessing Game’ news.  This will give the students an opportunity to learn about speaking in formal settings and practise their listening skills.
Home readers will continue to be changed on a daily basis.  Please make sure your child is changing their home reader every day.  Magic 100/200 words will be heard on your child’s news day.  Students are expected to put their Magic Words book on their class teachers’ desk when they have 5 ticks on all of their words and are ready to be tested. Magic Words are high frequency words in the texts that your child is reading.
Maths
Our Number topics to be covered in Term 3 are: whole numbers and number operations (addition, subtraction, multiplication and division).  Measurement, Space, Chance & Data and Patterns & Algebra topics to be covered are: time, 2D shapes, 3D shapes, length, area, data and patterns.

P.E.

This term the students will be learning about the Fundamental Motor Skills  (FMS) jumping, leaping and object control.  As well as participating in our FMS program, the Bimberi students will be participating in gross motor rotations on Monday with the 1/2 students and dancing on Wednesday as a whole PoD activity.

Swim school has been offered to all students as an extra curricular activity, with many students participating in swimming lessons every Friday afternoon.  
Integrated Inquiry

Our focus this term is SoSE & Technology and our unit of work is based on transport.  The focus questions of the unit are: 

1. Why do we need transport?
2. Why do we have different forms of transport and and how do they help us?

3. How does transport cause problems and how can we help?

As part of this unit the students will have the opportunity to participate in an excursion: A visit to Cockington Green at Gold Creek to look at miniatures of all kinds of transport and have the experience of riding in a real-life miniature steam train!
As a conclusion to the technology aspect of our unit, students will be designing, making and appraising their own form of transport.  We will be collecting boxes and tubes to use in this process.
Administration
