Dear Parents and Carers,

In Week 10, preschool students will have the opportunity to listen to an Aboriginal Storyteller. This is a fantastic opportunity and we strongly encourage all of our students to attend.
Larry Brandy is passionate about his Wiradjuri culture and enjoys encouraging participants to join in when demonstrating traditional techniques used by Wiradjuri people to hunt and find food. He uses real artefacts as well as animal masks to encourage participants to join in. Larry is a vibrant and lively storyteller, and a pleasure to watch.

This excursion is an optional enrichment activity and parents are expected to pay for these activities if they wish their child to participate. A student support fund is available to assist students in financial need. Please contact the school if you require this assistance.
