Year 1/2 Term 3 Overview

Namadgi and Kakadu PoD’s

Literacy
This term year 1 and 2 team will have a combined focus on reading and writing skills. The ½ staff are taking part in an Action Research project which involves close monitoring of the whole stage’s reading levels. We will continue with our Big Book and Modelled Reading program, Guided Reading, Independent Reading and Home reading. The overall reading program is based on First Steps. We encourage parents to ensure that students are reading from their home readers at home every night.

Our writing focus is exposition as this is now a major focus of NAPLAN. The basic skills of spelling through the BEE spelling and Magic 100 program will continue and we are paying particular attention to how students present their work, especially handwriting. We are modelling explicit criteria and having students self-assess their writing.
A topic list has been sent home for speaking and listening (News), please ensure that your child has this and please spend some time planning their news topic for the week. At the end of the term the students will also be presenting a formal short presentation based on their exposition writing. This work will be completed in class.
Maths

We will continue with using the school-wide Maths Tracks program but will supplement this with basic numeracy skills through Count Me in Too activities. We are also increasing our focus on “working mathematically” through problem solving. Students have been give their Mathletics passwords and we encourage this to be accessed at home. Teachers will access this from the Computer Labs.

Integrated Inquiry

Our big question is “Why do I celebrate differently to you?” and is about celebrations through out the world. This unit will focus around the concept of celebrating diversity including customs, beliefs and rituals. Students will participate in a student-centred approach to discover the similarities and differences between themselves and other cultures. Students will create artwork and utilize technology for design. Students will be involved in a range of activities and be given the opportunity to work individually and collaboratively. If your cultural background has a celebration that you would like to share with us, please see your child’s teacher. Later in the term we are planning on visiting Floriade.
P.E

Students will continue with their basic PE skills program with the focus being dodging. The junior gross motor program will also continue. As part of our integrated unit students will participate in dance. The swimming will take place for some students over the term.
Homework

All students receive weekly spelling lists to be reinforced at home and a fortnightly homework grid covering all key learning areas, which is optional for year one students.
